On Tuesday, October 7th, 

from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., 

neighborhoods throughout 

Austin are invited to join with 

thousands of communities na-

tionwide for the 25th Annual 

National Night Out. 

CMHOA residents are 

asked to turn on their porch 

lights, lock their doors, walk to 

the clubhouse, and spend the 

evening outside with neighbors, 

police officers, firefighters, and 

other public safety officials.   

The event provides resi-

dents with an opportunity to 

ask questions to our city public 

safety officials and see some of 

the equipment 

that they use dur-

ing operations. 

National Night 

Out is designed 

to do the follow-

ing: 

 Heighten 

crime and drug 

prevention aware-

ness. 

 Generate support and 

participation in crime efforts. 

 Strengthen neighborhood 

spirit and police community 

relations. 

 Send a message to crimi-

nals letting them know that 

Approximately two years 

ago, Verizon approached the 

Association and inquired 

whether the Association would 

consider the installation of a 

cellular monopole facility in the 

Common Area above Moun-

tain Villa Cove.  Cellular recep-

tion in the area in which the 

Cat Mountain Villas are located 

is characterized with òdead 

spotsó, and the Verizon pro-

posal had the potential of pro-

viding additional revenues for 

the Association.  Accordingly, 

the CMHOA Board designated 

several of its Directors and 

hired a transactional attorney 

to engage in discussions with 

Verizon. 

Over the past year and a 

half, Verizon submitted various 

proposals, which included dif-

fering heights of the proposed 

monopole, changes in its loca-

tion on the Common Area, and 

increases in the amount of 

space on the Common Area 

that would be occupied.   

The Board conducted its 

due diligence concerning Veri-

zon's proposal and considered 

its potential effects on resi-

dents of the area in which Cat 

Mountain Villas are lo-

cated.  Included in the consid-

erations were feedback from 

members who live on Moun-

tain Villa Cove and discussions 

with the Associationõs 

neighbors up the hill from the 

proposed location. 

Given Verizon's most recent 

proposal revisions, which re-

quested an increase in the 

height of the monopole and the 

amount of Common Area to 

be occupied, as well as evalua-

tion by the Board of the im-

pacts of the proposed mono-

pole on residents of the area, 

the Board voted at its August 

11, 2008 meeting to discon-

tinue consideration of Veri-

zon's proposal and to cease 

further discussions with Veri-

zon.

Iõd like to update you on a few 

items that the Board has 

worked during the past few 

months. 

Newsletter ð The Associa-

tion lost some excellent talent 

and generous services when 

Howard Adkins completed his 

term earlier this year.  Howard 

and his wife, Anne, single-

handedly wrote and published 

the newsletter gratis for the 

Association.  Thatõs right ð 

layout, printing, etc were all 

done at Howardõs business.  

After Howardõs departure, the 

Association looked at options 

for printing (e.g., buy a printer, 

send newsletter to a shop) and 

considered costs, which are 

balanced to some extent with 

advertising revenue.   The 

cheapest and most workable 

solution was to design the 

newsletter in-house and then 

send it out for printing.  As a 

result, I have spent some time 

learning software and newslet-

ter layout, and developing a 

relationship with a printing 

company.  As you probably 

noticed, there wasnõt a news-

letter in May.  I apologize for 

the delay and we will get back 

on schedule now that the kinks 

have been worked out.  The 

next newsletter will be distrib-

uted in late November. 

Verizon  ð The summary of 

the Verizon discussions is on 

page one, but I want to add 

that this was a very difficult 

decision.  Verizon started by 

proposing a simple installation 

of a small antenna on the top 

of a street light in the parking 

lot on Mountain Villa Cove.  

Verizon included substantial 

financial compensation for leas-

ing the space from CMHOA.  

Verizonõs plans changed several 

times (which is not unusual) 

during the negotiation period 

and eventually the Board was 

being asked to consider a 75-

foot monopole along with a 

power facility in the common 

area above Mountain Villa 

Cove.  A majority of the 

neighbors in this area were 

concerned about aesthetics, 

incompatibility with the pur-

poses of the Association, possi-

ble health effects, etc.  The 

neighbors up the hill from 

CMHOA also shared these 

concerns.  In the end, the im-

pact on the Association and 

adjoining neighbors outweighed 

the potential financial benefits, 

and the Board voted to cease 

discussions with Verizon. 

Scheduled Improve-

ments ð The scheduled re-

placement of the foot bridges 

near the tennis courts is com-

plete and the new bridges look 

great.  If you get a chance, take 

a walk through this area to see 

the improvements.  The Board 

is also discussing a proposal 

made by Dick Oppenheimer to 

update some features of the 

clubhouse kitchen and bath-

rooms.  These updates will be 

discussed at the next Board 

meeting on October 13th.
