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2009 Maintenance Assess-
ment (HOA dues) Coupons o
The coupons were mailed out in
mid-November. Enclosed with
the coupons is a letter from the
Association President reminding
homeowners of timely payment
of dues, which are payable the
first day of the month or period
(e.g., quarterly, annually). Pay-
ment of dues on time reduces
administrative costs that result
from delinquent accounts. If any
homeowner has not received
their 2009 coupons, please call
the office (451.3384) and let me
know.

This will
facilitate the
ciliation and closing of the 2008
financials.

Solicitors 0 In early Novem-
ber, a homeowner called and
requested that | ask a solicitor to
leave the Association property. |
came upon a young man and it
took some effort to get him to
leave. | followed him to several
homes. He insisted that only a
police officer could get him to
depart the area and that he had
every right to knock on the
doors of any homes.

I have noticed that homeown-

ers want to be courteous, but
this just encourages solicitors to
try harder with their selling
pitches. | believe it would be
helpful if homeowners just tell
the solicitor to leave the Associa
tion property. Please call the
office to report any solicitors.

Dogs 0 | have received severa
complaints regarding nuisance
from dogs barking incessantly
during the day, and from some
homeowners walking their dogs
unleashed.

Please comply with the city
ordinances relevant to leashed
dogs and animal noise (Chapter 3
-4 of the City of Austin Code).

The Leash ordinance requires pet

owners to keep their dogs under

restraint except in designated
Beasbfiekageasp €he @nsnalr e ¢ 0 n_-
noise ordinance states that an
owner or handler may not keep
an animal that makes frequent or
long, continued noise that is dis-
turbing to a person of normal
sensibilities. Penalties for violat-
ing these ordinances can include
fines.

Homeowners that are not
home during the day should make
appropriate arrangements so that
dogs are not left on decks or
outside in the yard. Please call
the office to report any issues on
or adjacent to Association prop-
erty.
